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Goals

To visualize organism characters and their descriptive structure in a collection of morphological descriptions

To facilitate the conversion of legacy free-text descriptions to structured format such as XML

Demo:

0. Start the program

1. Visualization

a. Select a target folder 

b. Click on “Visualize” button

c. Play with the visualization

2. Edit structure (To be implemented): Manipulate auto-discovered characters and descriptive structure

3. Save as DTD: Save the descriptive structure as a Document Type Definition

4. Mark up: Select a folder to save marked-up descriptions using auto-discovered character names as tags and descriptive structure as XML structure
